The beneficiaries of this project will be 

1. the students, 

2. faculty, 

3. Huston-Tillotson University, 

4. academic community, 

5. HBCUs, 

6. local community, 

7. and users of Black Box Software Testing course (BBST) at the Association of Software Testings (AST). 

The students will benefit by having more ways to learn that tune into how various people learn, expertise from multiple sources, flexibility in how they can achieve success in the courses, and more ways they can interact with the instructor and other students. 

Huston-Tillotson University will benefit by being recognized as a university where research into teaching is performed, where attention is focused on the success of students, and more online courses can be offered which can increase the revenue.

The faculty at Huston-Tillotson will benefit knowledge shared about developing online course, examples of different ways of delivering course material, resources discovered from collaboration with other faculty at different universities, and support for their online projects. 

The academic community will benefit by having results of this project published, having results to reference and use,  

the community of HBCUs will benefit (especially those in Texas) from the sharing of knowledge with their faculty, having one of their own be successful in teaching research, and being able to incorporate the results into their program that are most relevant to minority students. 

The local community benefits because some of the projects will involve implementing solutions for non-profits that will be shared with the community, having role models for the youth.
