	1. Read "Smart" by Shel Silverstein from Where the Sidewalk Ends. Did the character in the poem know money values? 

2. Ask how many of them think they can count money really well, and how many think they could improve with some practice. 

3. State objective: We're going to be working on money this week and today you will learn how to count money. 


	1. Give the class fake bills and coins to cut out and keep in an envelope throughout the unit. (Bills were copied onto green construction paper, and coins were copied onto yellow construction paper.) 

2. Tell them to count how much change they have and record their answer as #1 on their spreedsheet. 

3. Continue with questions. (See Process Questions, next.) Choose volunteers to demonstrate and explain how they got their answers.
