	Using Word to create a bar graph, the students will have to draw the graph, label the x and y-axis, type a title, change fonts, change font sizes, choose colors, choose designs, etc. Not only are the students learning to collect, organize, and graph data but they are also learning to use a computer.

	Instructional activity


	We are not going to survey the class's favorite food. For this set of data we are going to choose 5 things to survey and graph.


	1. The students will collect the data, and organize the data. This time most of the work is done for them. 

2. The students will be required to type in the title, what they are graphing, how many were surveyed and the results. 

3. The students will choose to graph the results and the computer software will automatically graph the results for them.
4. The students will now view a chart, bar graph, pictograph, line graph and circle graph that was created from the data they entered into the computer. 

5. The students will print out five things: a chart, bar graph, pictograph, line graph and circle graph.
