Another feminist character who fought to improve the condition of women was 

Emmeline Pankhurst (she was born on 15th July 1858 –and died on 14th June 1928) she was an English political activist and leader of the British suffragette movement, which helped women win the right to vote. In 1999, Time named Pankhurst as one of the 100 Most Important People of the 20th Century, stating: "she shaped an idea of women for our time; she shook society into a new pattern from which there could be no going back".Although she was widely criticized for her militant tactics, her work is recognized as a crucial element in achieving women's suffrage in Britain. 
In 1879 she married Richard Pankhurst, a lawyer by profession, he was 44 years old and she was 20.  The two were committed to political equality of women. Promoter of various groups, first of all the League for the right to vote to women (Women's Franchise League the original title) managing to get into 1894 the right to vote in local elections for women. In 1903 she founded the Women's Social and Political Union, which had as main objective a civil strife for the extension of suffrage to women.
