



Early Years to Ruling Days

It’s believed that Akhenaten and another wife, Kiya, were the parents of Tutankhaten, which was Tut’s first given name. He spent much of his early years in the palaces of Akhetaten. Tutankhamun was tutored in many skills, including reading and writing.


Soon after Akhenaten’s death, Tutankhamun became king at around nine years old. At such a young age, Tut was not responsible for all the decision-making. Two high officials, Ay, which was the father of Nefertiti, (Nefertiti was the first chief wife of King Tut’s father) and Horemheb, which was the commander-in-chief of the army, handled it.

Tut was married to one of Nefertiti’s daughters (I guess you could say his half-sister).


Around 1325 B.C., which was about his ninth year as ruler, he died. There is evidence of injury to the skull. He could have suffered an accident such as falling from his horse-drawn chariot. Perhaps he was murdered, but no one really knows. His burial arrangements lasted thirty days. 
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
