His Few Names
Though today many people refer to him as King Tut, he had several other names. When he was born, he was given the name Tutankhaten which means the “Living image of the Aten”. The Aten was the god worshipped during the rule of Akhenaten. (Akhenaten was believed to be tut’s father). 

Not long after becoming Pharaoh, tut’s name was changed to Tutankhamun, after the restoration of the previously-disposed state god Amun. (It means living image of Amun). He was also named Nebkheperura. 
Today King Tut’s name is spelled a few different ways: Tutankhamun, Tutankhamen, and Tutankhamon. Because the ancient Egyptians did not write vowels, we cannot know for sure how they pronounced his name.
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
