The internet layer (IP) can detect a variety of errors: 

-checksum errors (but in the header only!) 

-TTL expiration 

-no available route to the destination network

-inability to deliver to the destination host (e.g., no ARP reply) 

The internet layer discards datagrams with problems.

Some (e.g. those with a checksum error) - cannot trigger error messages, because the source is unknown.
