They will be introduced to database and their uses, prior to searching for the necessary information about their authors. Several sites the students could use to begin their searches for the information needed to complete the database are linked to this lesson plan.  In order for all students to be able to search and find the information needed to complete the database, they may have to search using authors from the suggested list, if their authors have no available information.  They will also create a power point presentation, which will be over an author of their choice.  This power point should include background information about the author, (personal and professional).
