CULTURE – a particular society at a particular time and place; "early Mayan civilization" 
the tastes in art and manners that are favored by a social group 

acculturation: all the knowledge and values shared by a society 

The word culture comes from the Latin root colere (to inhabit, to cultivate, or to honor). In general, it refers to human activity; different definitions of culture reflect different theories for understanding, or criteria for valuing, human activity. Culture is traditionally the oldest human character, its significant traces separating Homo from australopithecines, and Man from the Animals, though new discoveries are blurring these edges in our day.
