What is Scan line Resolution?
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Because it is important, yet so often confused:

Vertical Resolution refers to the lines (rows) that are applied (scanned) across the screen, from left to
right; these are counted from top to bottom, or vertically - thus the designation, Vertical
Resolution.

Horizontal Resolution refers to the lines (columns) going from top to bottom, which are counted across
the width of the display, or horizontally - and referenced as Horizontal Resolution.
