RSS: A Quick Start Guide or Educators

RSS stands for Rich Site Summary or Real Simple Syndication.

Basically, webblogs have XML code instead of HTML code which generates a stream, allowing users to subscribe to the content of a blog so that updates generated will come to them instead of having to go to the blog to view it.  This is useful because teachers can have their classes subscribe to the authentic, expert weblogs and the students will receive updates as there are published so they always have the most current information.

An aggregator collects all the updates from the sites you subscribe to and allows you to save, delete, or simply view the information all in one place instead of going to all the different blogs you subscribe to.  This makes it much more convenient for teachers to use.

In the classroom, when students have weblogs, the teacher can have the RSS send them the students most recent posts so that they will not have to go looking for them each day.
