Copyright and Fair Use


Allows us to use materials that may be otherwise copyrighted as long as the following guidelines are met:


-purpose and character of use: is it being used for educational purposes in a noncommercial way?


-Nature of the work: What is it like?  Is it factual in nature with relatively little creative substance to it?


-Amount and sustainability: how much of the work do you intend to use and how long to do you intend to keep it?


-Effect on the work’s marketability: will using this take away from the financial benefits of the author or creator?  Would the use substitute for purchasing the original?

Acceptable Use Policies

Policies that determine how students are to use technology and the Internet in a safe, appropriate and educational manner.
