p.252-258-Educational Resources on the Web:  (1) online publications:  include current and archives articles f interest to educators.  Most have site-based search engines.  Also offer pages of related links that may prove useful in your quest for information;  (2) online professional organizations:  such sites can offer a central repository of relevant and useful resources related to the organizational focus as well as links to other pertinent web sites; (3) weblogs-are virtual online spaces that support the posting of personal commentary on the web.  Primarily one way communication, but can become powerful interactive writing tools with slight modifications; (4) governmental sites-a very comprehensive site with abundant resources for educators; (5) educational portals; (6) favorite links-web sites often link to other sites consistent with the content of their own sites.  Some sites are compendiums of links created for the sole purpose of providing connections to those seeking information on a given topic; (7) classroom management tools-include downloadable or online tools that assist you in the tasks required for your classroom.  Some offer software that creates online paper tests and grades for you (test generators-VOCATS); (8) academic tools-worksheet generators, content specific games, flash cards, word searches, and lesson plans are examples.  Reference tools and resources are also examples.  Whether Internet academic tools and resources are used by you to prepare to teach or by students as they engage in learning, these educational resources add a dimension to your classroom that was impossible just a decade ago.
