Grant Writing:

Proposal- write down the technology needs of the district. This information can be gathered from students, teachers, parents, administrators, and others in the community.

A need is a discrepancy between what there is and what there should be.  Be careful to base your grant on true needs and not wants.

Answer the following questions in this section:

1. Why does the district need the project?

2. What problem(s) will be solved?  How?

3. What differnce will the project make in the long run?

4. How can you document the need for the project?

5. What deos the professional literature say about the approach you are proposing?

Many of these questions can be answered by including a reference file with samples of legistlation, technology studies, models of professional development, assessment, etc.  Also include a data file with school demographic information.

As you write your grant proposal, introduce your idea with a summary of what you would like done with the money from the grant and state the project goals.  Explain how the school, teaching, and learning would benefit and be changed as a result of this grant.  Discuss what the makour activities are for the project you have envisioned, how it will be managed, the personnel needs and how it will be evaluated.
