Collaboration

p.3-IMPACT Standards:  collaboration is the key.  Teachers and media and technology personnel collaborate to create 21st century learning environment in which student learning is the focus.  Students simultaneously collaborate with each other and their teachers to learn how to solve problems, complete real world tasks, and take charge of their own progress.  Results of collaboration are:  thoughtful planning; differentiated instruction; and smaller class sizes.

p.19-Collaboration-should be evident in all areas of the school environment as well as the system, regional, and state levels.  Everyone must be involved in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of an instructional program integrated with media and technology.

p.23-Effective collaboration, clear instructional goals, the use of data, and continual feedback impact achievement in a powerful way.  Everyone works together (collaborates) to assess achievement.  Grade level or subject area teams of teachers, along with school library media coordinator and technology facilitator, must meet routinely to identify instructional strengths and weaknesses, analyze scores and other assessments, and develop strategies to address the instructional needs of students.  Process becomes more effective.
