In addition, the

high quality standards drive a need for subject area and grade-level specific professional development, and the specific program a teacher needs may not be available

locally, especially in rural areas and for teachers of specialized courses. This situation, combined with the widespread access to the Internet in K-12 schools,

teachers’ homes, libraries, and other community centers, has led to the increased use of e-learning as a vehicle for delivering professional development targeted to specific teachers’ needs.
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
