4 Barriers to funding technology integration:

First, technology was just one of a number of competing needs and priorities such as upkeep of school buildings. District-level funding was difficult to obtain for technology because it was just one of many important needs that competed for limited district resources. These needs range from hiring more staff to maintenance issues. 
 Second, local community resistance to higher taxes limited districts’ ability to raise more revenue. Third, officials said they did not have enough staff for fund-raising efforts and therefore had difficulty obtaining grants and funding from other sources such as business. In addition, some funding sources had restrictive conditions or requirements that made funding difficult to obtain.
