Using Windows Sound Recorder
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Sound Recorder is an easy to use application included with recent Windows operating systems.  Even though it is limited to a 60 second recording, multiple sound files can be combined.  

To begin using Sound Recorder…

1. From the START menu select PROGRAMS > ACCESSORIES > ENTERTAINMENT > SOUND RECORDER

2. To record a sound Make sure you have an audio input device (microphone) connected to your computer 

3. On the Sound Recorder File menu, click New. 

4. To begin recording, click Record ( (the red dot)

5. Speak into the microphone

6. To stop recording, click Stop (. 


7. Rewind the recording with the rewind arrow (


8. Press the play button > to listen to the recording


9. Select FILE>SAVE AS to save a copy of the audio file

· Recorded sounds are saved as waveform (.wav) files. 

· You can play your recording in Sound Recorder or in any other program that supports waveform (.wav) files. [image: image6.bmp]
