
On March 31, 1951 the first UNIVAC computer was completed by John Presper Eckert & John W. Mauchly and delivered to the Census Bureau.  The cost of the computer was nearly one million dollars.  Forty-Six UNIVACS were built for both the government and business use.  Two years later in 1953 the first high-speed printer was created for the use of the UNIVAC.  In 1938 Chester Carlson invented a process called electrophotography that is know as Xerox which led to the copy machine and was the beginning of the laser printer.  In 1976 Hewlett-Packard came out with the inkjet printer priced at $1000.
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
