Hieratic Scripts

Hieratic (up to about 650BC) was a more simplified style of writing was contemporary like hieroglyphic.  It was adapted from hieroglyphic script for a quicker record of non-monumental context.  The early hieratic has a more fluent form than hieroglyphs, and individual signs had become more abbreviated by the time of the Old Kingdom.  Hieratic was the script used for administration and business to record literature, scientific, and religious documents.  The hieratic inscriptions were usually written in black ink with a brush made of reed.
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
