The Rosetta Stone

The Rosetta Stone itself is written in three languages: At the top, with much of the writing broken off, is the text in Egyptian hieroglyphic. In the center is the complete text written in the Egyptian demotic script. At the bottom is the text written in koine Greek, the Greek which evolved during the Hellenistic period (c. 323 BC - 31 BC) as the standard form of Greek spoken throughout the Greek diaspora (area of dispersion) along the Eastern Mediterranean.
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
