Discipline-Based Learning

 The learner does not necessarily have a social connection with either the educator or others in the cohort. 
· Similar to: 

             Critical theory : A range of learner experiences means  the learner can learn   
apart from culture

             Critical Reflection:  teacher-driven content
· Contrasting with:

             Situativity : learning within a community influence 

             Vygotsky :  learning within a cultural influence
Therefore, these three theories regard  the learner as anonymous.
