CRITICAL THEORY calls upon ‘collective action’ to demand social change. 

Similar to:

· VYGOTSKY which proposes a concept of ‘social immersion’ for participants to learn collaboratively; and

· SITUATIVITY which involves participants engaging in ‘social interaction’.

Therefore these 3 learning theories recognise learning as a ‘social process’ as opposed to ‘psychological’.

Contrasting with:

· DISCIPLINE BASED which sees learning as an individual process; and

· CRITICAL REFLECTION which adopts transformative thinking and self-reflection as a psychological process.

Therefore these 2 learning theories recognise learning as  ‘psychological’.
