CRITICAL REFLECTION views the educator as a mentor and confidante.
Similar to:

· VYGOTSKY which proposes ‘zone of proximal development’ where a child learns from an experienced adult;  

· CRITICAL THEORY with ‘critical tutors’ that assist learners to critically engage;

· DISCIPLINE BASED uses experienced discipline tutors to provide learning experiences; and

· SITUATIVITY proposes a concept of ‘legitimate peripheral participation’ in which learners initially enter learning communities from the periphery and learn initially from more experienced members.

Therefore all 5 learning theories recognise the ‘educator as a real person’ as opposed to ‘anonymous’.
