Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory would encourage learners to question content.
Similar to:

· Self and social questioning and critical awareness in Critical Reflection, and

· Questioning societal injustices and inequalities in Critical Theory.

For this reason these three theories are all encourage content to be questioned rather than given.

Contrasts with:

· Legitimate peripheral participation in a community of practice in Situativity, and

· Learning in a discipline area in Discipline Based Learning
