Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory sees learners’ interaction with more advanced others.
Similar to:

· The ‘educator as mentor’ in Critical Reflection.

· Legitimate peripheral participation with experienced other in Situativity
· An expert within a discipline in Discipline Based Learning.
· An educator who encourages students to engage critically in Critical Theory.

Therefore all five theories would identify the ‘Educator as a person in the world’ rather than an anonymous or invisible entity.
