Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory sees learner needs as being central.

Similar to

· Authentic activities for learners in Situativity, and

· The importance of meeting the needs and aspirations of learners in Critical Reflection.

· Learners engaging critically through ‘critical consciousness’ in Critical Theory.

Therefore these four theories are all identified as Learner Centred rather than Objective Measures of Rightness.
Contrasts with

· Objective measures in Discipline Based Learning.
