Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory sees learners interacting closely with a more advanced other.
Similar to:

· Situativity whereby a learner participates with more skilled others,

· Critical Theory which encourages learners to question society.
For this reason these three theories are all identified as ‘Learning in a Community’ rather than ‘Individualised Learning’.

Contrasts to:

· Discipline Based Learning which relies on the skills and knowledge of the particular discipline to be effective.

· Critical Reflection which promotes individual transformative thinking.
