Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory sees learners engaging in collaborative learning through problem solving.
Similar to:

· Collaborative learning through problem solving for Situativity, 

· Encouragement for learners to engage critically in Critical Theory, and

· The making/remaking of meaning, formulating/reformulating of ideas and operationalising of action in Critical Reflection.

Therefore these four theories focus on a process rather than a product.
Contrasts with:

· Learning in a specified content particular discipline in Discipline Based Learning.
