Vygotsky’s Sociocultural Theory immerses learners within a particular social context.
Similar to:

· Social interaction experienced in Situativity, and

· Questioning social issues in Critical Theory.

For this reason these three theories are all oriented as social models rather that psychological ones.
Contrasts with:

· Learning being an individual process in Discipline Based Learning, and

· Transformative thinking being psychologically-oriented in Critical Reflection.
