Behaviorist
Behaviorists are those who see learning from a behaviorist perspective, view all behavior as a response to external stimuli,   The learner acquires behaviors, skills and knowledge in response to the rewards, punishments, or withhold responses associated with them.

Rewards determine the likelihood that the behavior will be repeated. Key theorists in this perspective include Ivan Pavlov, John Watson and B.F. Skinner.
