Intelligence or the inherent capability of the learner to understand and learn.  IQ is the quantitative measure of intelligence.  Stanford-Binet is the most commonly used IAQ test. Cultural bias affects the validity of tests

Howard Gardner has a new view of intelligence, the Theory of Multiple Intelligences.  He describes nine different aspects of types of intelligences that every person possesses.  These include:

Musical intelligence

Spatial intelligence

Bodily kinesthetic intelligence
