NETS – National Educational Technology Standards

Enhancing Education Through Technology Act passed in 2001, which is Title II, Part D of No Child Left Behind, provides grants for states that meet specific requirements to integrate technology into the classroom.  In 1998 the International Society of Technology in Education published their National Educational Technology Standards for Students.   Some states have adopted the policy that all students must pass a computer skilsl test before graduation.
NETS for Students provides six areas of technology competencies:

· Basic operations and concepts

· Social, ethical and human issues

· Technology productivity tools

· Technology communication tools

· Technology research tools

· Technology problem-solving and decision-making tools. 

ACOT – Apple Classrooms of Tomorrow

Began in 1985 created a model, technology-rich learning environments in which teachers and students could use computers on a routine, authentic basis.  Produced an adoption model that goes through five stages of thought and practice when adopting technology:
· Entry

· Adoption

· Adaptation

· Appropriation

· Invention

LoTi scale was developed by Dr. Moersch in 1995 to provide data-driven approach to staff development and technology planning.  Teachers will fill out the questionnaire, indicating their perceptions about how they are using technology in the classroom. The scale is from 0-6. The higher the level, the more the teacher is integrating technology and moving from teacher-centered activities towards learner-centered activities.
