p.35-Building an Effective Learning Environment-the classroom or learning space itself, the student furniture and its arrangement in the instructional space, and the teaching facilities built into the classroom are all essential elements of the learning environment.  Each can have a significant impact on the teaching-learning process.  Maximize instructional space by adjusting these elements to be consistent with learning styles and teaching styles.  Must first identify learning styles of learners, this allows teachers to carefully adjust learning environment (above are all physical elements of the classroom environment).  How you conduct the teaching and learning process; strategies and technologies used to encourage learning; plan for instruction among students and between teacher and student; your assessment techniques; and the role you play as teacher, coach, and facilitator are all part of the learning environment (non-physical elements).
