p.17-22.  p.17- A View of the Learners.  (a) Cognitive Styles:  refers to how one thinks; each person has their own tendencies and preferences when it comes to thinking.  (b) Learning Styles:  refers to those conditions under which we learn best (auditory, visual, and kinesthetic).  It is easiest for individuals to learn when information is presented in a manner consistent with their personal learning modality preference.  (c) Intelligence:  the inherent capability of the learner to understand and learn.  (p.20-21) Gardner and the Theory of Multiple Intelligences.  He found and documented 9 different types of intelligence.

8 Learning Styles:  Extrovert, Introvert, Sensing, Intuitive, Thinking, Feeling, Judging, and Perceiving.  

Extrovert:  more interested in outer world of persons and events

Introvert:  more interested in inner world of concepts and ideas

Sensing:  perception based on real objects and solid facts

Intuitive:  perception based on possibilities and personal meaning

Thinking:  decides on the basis of objectively analyzing facts

Feeling:  decided on the basis of subjective values and views

Judging:  lives in a planned, organized way, prefers control

Perceiving:  prefers a more flexible and spontaneous way of life

9 Types of Intelligence:  

Linguistic:  the ability to express abstract concepts and ideas into words

Logical-Mathematical:  the ability to solve problems with logical, analytical reasoning

Musical:  the ability to express ideas through music

Spatial:  the ability to form mental models of a spatial world and solve problems through their manipulation

Bodily-Kinesthetic:  the ability to solve problems or express concepts using the whole or parts of the body

Interpersonal:  the ability to understand other people and using this knowledge to achieve goals

Intrapersonal:  the ability to form an accurate internal representation of self and use this model to relate to the world

Naturalistic:  the ability to recognize, categorize, and relate to the natural world

Existential:  the ability to relate to the human condition and engage in transcendental concerns
