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Transformation of Traditional Lessons-As teachers became more aware of the appropriate use of technology, new learning scenarios occurred.  Teachers envisioned possibilities for the use of technology to extend learning in different ways.

p.17-Shared Resources and Ideas-For teachers to use technology appropriately, they need to have support and be encouraged to take risks.  Teachers felt encouraged because of the availability of example lessons, activities, and student examples found on the Internet.

Lessons Learned-(1) collaborating, taking risks, and sharing resources are critical to the change process.  (2) Recognition of adult levels of learning is essential to the delivery of support services to teachers.  (3) Professional development must be ongoing and offered as needed.  (4) The curriculum mapping process, an understanding of what students must know, and best practice methodologies are all critical to the teachers’ understanding of the technology’s fit and capabilities to enhance the learning process.  (5) Technology increases the opportunities for self-directed learning for both students and teachers.

Technology does not drive instruction; rather, curriculum is the driving force in the application of technology.  Teachers’ deep understanding of the curriculum and how students must learn must be developed to avoid the pitfall of using technology for technology’s sake.
