Dodge suggested in "C-Challenge learners to think" that perhaps engaging a class in a controversy to find facts on the internet might be a good use of the internet for a webquest. The students would engage in discussion on a controversy and create webquests on their topic. This perhaps would be better for grades 10-12. Even searching the word "controversy," might turn up a lot of unwanted websites. (actually I just tried it and found nothing harmful)
