p.39-Formative Feedback-feedback that occurs during an event or process; this ensures a way to facilitate the continuous flow of information as a system implemented so that corrections and adjustments can be made while the process unfolds.  Responding quickly to feedback reflects the necessity to be responsive to the situational or technological changes in the environment.  Summative Feedback-Feedback that is returned at the end of a process; serves as the final check once all steps are completed.  Feedback loops of the DID model encourage you to create a dynamic instructional process that remains responsive even as you are actively engaged in planning and implementing instruction; incorporation as internal process for continuous improvement; this process is at the core of high quality instruction.
