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Norberto Bobbio 

He was born in Turin 18 October 1909.  After having studied Philosophy of the right, standard this discipline in Camerino, Siena ,Padua, and Philosophy of politics,  in Turin. 

From 1979 he is emeritus university professor of the University of Turin. 

He’s a national fellow of the Accademia dei Lincei.  In 1984 he was nominated life senator  and received  the honorary degree. 

He has been director of the Review of philosophy for many years.

He died  three years ago.

Bobbio’s  reflection, taking the distance from the idealistic thought, which is known  as the "academic" or "retorico" thought, not concretely reformer, has turned towards the  analytic philosophy.
According to him, in order to avoid dogmatic attitudes or metaphysicians ones, philosophy has to follow  the continuation of the methodological rationalism of the Illuminismo, which is a guarantee of rigour.

This "neoilluminismo" invests other fields, like the history of the philosophy, the political doctrines, the history of the culture, and also the political debate about present time topics (the peace, the democracy, the war etc).

Bobbio is convinced that participation to the public debate is necessary to widen the dialogue and the plurality, which are the bases of the democracy.
