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Man landed no the moon last night at 9.17 (B.S.T.) near an area which looked like a “football-sized crates” according to Neil Armstrong. The first steps on the moon were agreed to take place at 2.00 (B.S.T.) five hours ahead of schedule. The landing, in the sea of tranquillity, was near perfect and the two astronauts on board Eagle, the fragile lunar bug, reported that it had 
not titled too far to prevent a take-off. The first words from man on the moon came from Edwin Aldrin: “Tranquillity base. The Eagle has landed.”on the first view of the lunar surface, he said: ”There are quite a few rocks and boulders in the nearby area which are going to have some interesting colours in them.”
