Jigsaw Activity

The Jigsaw activity is an effective tool to use when you want a group to read a large document and be able to understand it without having each person read it in its entirety.  
NEED:  

Professional articles

chart paper  

markers

pencils 
post-it notes

highlighters

To summarize the main ideas of an article in a group:  (could use another summarizing strategy):
· seat people in groups of 2-4.  
· Choose an article to read.  Divide the article into equal parts.  Each person reads their part, highlighting main ideas. (or each could have their own short article to read)
· In the team, each person writes their top three “nuggets” (most important ideas) from the article, one idea per post-it. Take turns sharing with the team.  
· Sort and organize these ideas as a team of 4 to determine what you think to be the three most important ideas from the article.  Write these “nuggets” on post-it notes.  
Now, to share these nuggets with the rest of the group:
1. choose an expert to travel to each group to explain the nuggets
2. as the expert moves to each new group, they explain their points, members can take notes on a notes sheet and attentively listening

3. the members of the group will also give the points from their article to the expert so they have that information as well
