Pharmacologic: 5 HT<sub>3</sub> antagonists
	Prevent N/V
	Headache, constipation, diarrhea; May cause transient ↑ in serum bilirubin, AST, and ALT levels

	Therapeutic: allergy, cold, and cough remedies (antitussive), nonopioid analgesics , opioid analgesics 
Pharmacologic: opioid agonists/nonopioid analgesic combinations
	management of moderate to severe pain
	confusion, sedation, hypotension, constipation, Use with extreme caution in patients receiving MAO inhibitors (may produce severe, unpredictable reactions--reduce initial dose of hydrocodone to 25% of usual dose)

	Morphine Sulfate 1mg/ml *PCA* q8h basal rate and 9mg hourly limit, with 4mg loading dose
