Testicular cancer 

Symptoms of testicular cancer are:  “A swelling and/or lump in one or both of the testes. Pain in the testes or scrotum may or may not be present.. A feeling of heaviness in the scrotum.  A dull feeling of pain in the region of the lower abdominal area, groin, or lower back.”  (Testicular Cancer Symptoms, 2008, p.1).            

When metastasized to other organs, symptoms of testicular caner depend on the organs affected by this pathologic process. They are: “Dull pain in the lower back and abdomen. Lack of energy, sweating for no apparent reason, fever, or a general feeling of illness (malaise). Shortness of breath, coughing, or chest pain. Headache, confusion, or dementia.” (Symptoms of Advanced Testicular Cancer, 2008, p1).   

Orchitis 
“Orchitis (testis infection) – is an inflammation of one or both of the testicles, often cause by infection.”(Orchitis, 2008, p1) Etiology can be bacterial or viral. Mumps is the most common cause of orchitis.  The main symptoms of orchitis are: swelling of scrotum; swelling, tenderness in the testicle and groin area on affected side; increased level of body temperature; dysuria; painful intercourse; can be discharge from penis; pain in groin area.(Orchitis, 2008 ). 

Depend on kind of bacteria, antibiotics is used for treatment of orchitis. Symptomatic therapy includes analgesics and anti-inflammatory drugs. In case of viral infection, only analgesics are recommended. Also, bed regime is advised to patients with orchitis. (Orchitis, 2008). 
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
