	Differences
	· intermittent wheezing 

· SOB

· productive cough often   associated with smokers cough

· copious amounts of sputum frequent pulmonary infections cyanosis

· occasional barrel chest dyspnea usually occurs late in course of illness
	· little or no cough

· very little sputum production

· tachypneic

· dyspneic prolonged expiration

· “pink puffers” or “blue bloaters” 

· Cyanosis is generally not common 

· occasionally wheezy

· use accessory muscles to assist with ventilation

· barrel chest 

· clubbing of fingers

· dyspnea is progressively worse with increasingly marked dyspnea even at rest
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
