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Robotics is the engineering science and technology of robots including design, manufacture, application and structural disposition. Robotics is related to electronics, mechanics and software. Today, commercial and industrial robots are in widespread use performing jobs more cheaply or more accurately and reliably than humans. They are also employed in jobs which are too dirty, dangerous or dull to be suitable for humans. Robots are widely used in manufacturing, assembly and packing, transport, earth and space exploration, surgery, weaponry, laboratory research, safety and mass production of consumer and industrial goods. Robotics also widely used in the intelligent building as part of the building operations.
