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Electronics is that branch of science and technology which makes use of the controlled motion of electrons through different media and vacuum. Electronics is distinct from electrical science and technology, which deals with the generation, distribution, control and application of electrical power. 

Centralized electronic system used to facilitate control of building support and communication systems for voice and data. This concept promoted communication networks to allow centralized word processing services and limited interaction between individual occupants and the Building Automation Systems through touch tone phones to override local HVAC set points and lighting schedules.
