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Energy can be defined as the amount of work that can be performed by a force, attribute of objects and systems. Energy in buildings is inherently linked to their usage and surroundings and hence their indoor environment is the result of a range of interactions affected by seasonal and daily changes in climate and by the requirements of occupants varying in time and space.
