• What is it that your students should be able to do at 

the end of the class session? 

◼ makes clear the intended learning 

◼ focus on student performance

◼ emphasize on:

• observed activity

• student outcomes

• student activity

◼ Well-written learning 

objectives can give 

students precise 

statements of what is 

expected of them and 

provide guidelines for 

assessing student 

progress

to do, rather than 

what they are going 

to learn.

❑ not stated in terms 

of the student

❑ cannot be observed 

or measured

❑ too general

❑ too long

❑ does meet the 

needs of the 

students

Success Criteria (SMART goals)
Goals should be:

◼ Specific (simple, sensible, significant). 

5Ws

◼ Measurable (meaningful, motivating).

1H

◼ Achievable (agreed, attainable).

2Hs

◼ Relevant (reasonable, realistic and resourced, results-based).

◼ Time bound (time-based, time limited, time/cost limited, timely, time-

sensitive).

When?

◼ Reminder:  Goals should be clear, attainable and 

meaningful goals, and develop the motivation, action 

plan, and support needed to achieve them
